The Home tab shows the books you have signed out and assignments (won’t be any this year).  
It also has your defined words and your notes you have made in books you have read.



The Shelf tab shows your loans, holds, wish list, and loan history.  It also shows if you have the 
book downloaded on this device (not possible on a chromebook as you can see) and when the 
book is due to return to the library (you are locked out).  



The Me tab has 
your statistics.  
You can earn 
some badges 
and keep track 
of how much 
time you spend 
reading eBooks.

On the explore tab, add 
a public library (or several).  



The first time you try to sign out 
a book from the public library, 
you will have to enter your 
public library card number and 
PIN.  After that, it will 
remember your information.

Public library cards are free to 
you if you live, work, or go to 
school in a municipality.

Vaughan, Richmond Hill, and 
Markham have a sharing 
agreement where you can 
borrow from all three libraries 
with a card from any city.



What can you access through Sora?

Over 400 ebook and audio book titles in the start-up package which has 
unlimited access for 2021.  This means you can read one of these titles at the 
same time as your friend, your whole class, or your whole school.



What can you access through Sora?

Thousands of ebook and audiobook titles from your public library (which are 
limited to one user per copy).  This means sometimes, you will have to wait, 
because someone else is reading the copy.  You can place a hold to be next.



What can you access through Sora?
eBooks or audiobooks that your teacher-librarian purchased for just the students 
at your school.  These books will appear on your screen as being in the YCDSB 
collection, but actually are only visible to students at your school.  They are usually 
one-user per one-copy.



How long is the loan period?
YCDSB library books are loaned for two weeks.

Public library books are normally loaned for three weeks.

You can renew before the due date as long as there isn’t a “hold” placed on the 
book by another person.



Clicking on the left or right of 
the screen will turn to the 
next or previous page. 

Clicking in the centre will 
give you settings/options 
such as changing the font or 
the background colour or 
adding highlights and notes.
